Please also remember to exercise good judg-
ment in the stands and before the game.

Al-
cohol is not allowed in the stadium or on cam-
pus, and intoxicated members will not only be
prohibited from marching, but may also be
subject to suspensions or expulsion.  Essen-
tially, use good judgment with respect to alco-
hol and we’ll all have a good time at Band Day.

Band Day Policies

Only LHAB members may march down and
into the stadium in the band formation.  Fam-
ily members and guests must stay off of the
street and remain on the sidewalk.  Only LHAB
members may enter the stadium through the
tunnel when we march in.  All family mem-
bers and guests must show a ticket and enter
though a regular ticket gate.  If you have chil-
