First,
please make sure you REGISTER
EARLY to reserve an instrument if you
need one.  If you wait until Saturday
morning, we cannot guarantee you your
correct instrument.  Reminder: we do
not have woodwinds to check out, so
please bring your own.  Also, if you can
borrow an instrument from a friend,
family member, or local school, PLEASE
DO!  Tubas: we will more than likely be
able to borrow some instruments from
the LHB practice set again.  We just
don’t know how many at this time.
Percussion: thanks to LHB, we have an
entire set of practice battery that is in
MUCH better shape.

From this list
we will label the instruments with your
name before you pick them up Friday
night.  Please show up early on Friday
so that we may hand everything out
efficiently.  If you do not show up Friday
evening during checkout your name will
be removed from the instrument and it will
go to whoever needs it first.

Remember to bring the following to wear
with your burnt orange vest at halftime.

BLACK SHOES – COMPLETELY
BLACK – No white or colored trim,
shoestrings, or soles.
BLACK SOCKS – COMPLETELY
BLACK – Not dark gray or navy.
BLACK PANTS – WEST TEXAS
CRUDE BLACK – No faded, dark gray
or navy.

BEWARE: cotton pants (denim,
Dockers, etc) are seldom truly BLACK!
After one or two washings they fade
fast.  Pants must be LONG, no shorts or
capri pants.
WHITE shirt or blouse – WHITE, not
ivory or off-white.  Either long or short
sleeves are OK but your shirt must have
a collar.
NOTE: Hats & caps may be worn in the
stands only – not during halftime!

YOU WILL NOT BE ISSUED A VEST
UNLESS YOU ARE IN UNIFORM!

Parking For Band Day

There should be ample parking around
the Music Building East and Law School
after 5:45 PM on Friday evening for
rehearsal and check-in, but please pay
attention to signs indicating time and
permit restrictions. Keep in mind that you
can also pay to park at the Manor Garage
just east of DKR, as our Friday night
activities will be in the North Endzone
Concourse - The Red Zone.

Again this year UT has offered us the
use of the Speedway Garage located at
27th and Speedway.  The charge for
parking there is $10 for the whole day.
They will be reserving spaces for us in
the garage, and you may park there as
early as before the morning rehearsal.

We will be hiring a bus from Clark Travel
again to shuttle us from the parking
garage to the Band Hall and/or to the
Bubble. Additionally, for those who need
use of it, we will be able to make 1 or 2

trips from the Bubble to DKR for our
combined rehearsal with LHB.  Of course,
the easiest ways to get to the area are  by
carpooling or having someone drop you
off and pick you up in the area.  Please
note that LHAB cannot be
responsible for any tickets you may
receive when parking for Band Day.

Officer nominations for the coming year
are now being accepted by the
Nominating Committee and will be voted
on Friday, November 6, 2009, at our
annual business meeting at the Friday
night rehearsal before Band Day. With
the exception of President-Elect, Alumni
Band officers serve a one-year term.
Board of Directors (BOD) members
serve three-year terms, and Longhorn
Alumni Band Charitable Fund Board of
Trustees (BOT) members serve either
a two-year or three-year term. All
Alumni Band officer positions are up for
election except for the incoming
President and the Past-President. The
BOD, the policy making body of our
organization, will have two openings for
three-year terms, and the BOT will have
an opening for one two-year term and
for one three-year term. All LHAB dues
paying members in good standing are
eligible to serve, and all who truly love
this great institution are encouraged to
step forward. Officers generally meet
on the first Monday of every month. The
BOD and BOT meet quarterly. Though
meetings are in Austin, you need not live
there to serve. Please send your
nominations to the Chair of the Board
of Directors, Karissa Horton, or to
LHAB President-Elect, Dr. Coral
Noonan-Terry, or to LHAB President,
Christi Cuellar. A complete list of officer
positions is on our website.
