The minutes of the May meeting were presented and accepted.  Motion was made by David Carter, seconded by Heidi Bryant.

The LHAB President’s report:  Allan Adelman reported on the work day session re Band Day.  The third BLAST is out and the emphasis for next year will be on getting the BLAST online and getting the directory online.  The LHAB instruments at Pflugerville High School will be returned to our warehouse.  They no longer need them.  The budget has been approved.  The LHAB and LHB will coordinate on a digital video with the VHSC and camera owned by the LHAB.  DVD’s will be done of old shows thus saving them for the archives.  Many shows have been lost from the early LHB days of filming.  Kent Kosta will be working on the videotape.

Kent Kosta is on the Ex Student’s Board and the immediate past president of the LHAB will serve on the Ex Student’s Committee of organizations.

Pflugerville contract:  the instruments will be picked up immediately and returned to LHAB and we will no longer have a contract with Pflugerville High School.

We have a very talented and creative website crew.  Music will be digitized on the web site for easy access prior to Band Day.

2001-2002 Officer Slate:  Eleven of the 19 officers will be returning and the nominating committee expects to have the slate confirmed very soon and will be in the registration information letter.

Spirit Items will be sold by the LHBSA and LHAB monies will be paid for our purchased items.  

Liability Insurance:  LHAB is covered through the Ex Student’s Assoc.  There will be a disclaimer clause for all LHAB members to read and abide by in relation to participation in Band Day by the members and their guests.  This will be written by LHAB members who are lawyers and printed in the Band Day information.  David Carter is responsible for this.

Old Business:  The duties of the LHAB Officers and the Board of Directors will be completed by Band Day.  A template of duties for each officer will be constructed by Allan Adelman and Bill Kaigler.  Christine Carter will design the Board of Directors duties.

Other Business:  There was continued discussion of people who contribute to LHAB scholarship funds for services rendered by the LHAB or portions thereof.  This issue has been forwarded to the Board of Trustees of the Charitable Fund.

Payment of Dues and Registration Fee.  No further update.
